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Reflections on Vovember Dinner Meeting

Some 48 Chinook-Calgary members and guests attended the technical dinner meeting in the Riverview Room of the
International Hotel. Chinook-Calgary President Hassan Halepota introduced Region 1 Director Peter Ripley who gave a brief
update of AACEI section activities across Canada. Mohammed Afzal introduced Jimmy Dees (Syncrude) who discussed
Sustainable Projects in Syncrude.

Jimmy Dees joined Syncrude in 2002 after working 10 years at Brown and Root. Syncrude is the 2™ largest oilsands
producer in Alberta and provides 15% of Canada'’s crude oil. It is estimated that 300 billion barrels of crude oil will be
recovered from the 1.7 trillion billion barrels of potential reserves. In 2008, Syncrude averaged 1.2 million BPD and when
further expansion of facilities is completed, daily production is expected to increase to 2.2 million BPD. Syncrude employs
about 5000 people and 500 students. Bitumen is recovered using a water based process. Sweet crude oil is pipelined to
Canadian and US refineries for further processing. Approximately 22 % of land excavated for open pit mining has been
reclaimed. Syncrude supports many local area activities including Keyano college, U of A research and other items.
Expansion of recovery and upgrader projects involved expenditures of about $8.3 billion.

Syncrude is generally involved in 200 to 400 projects which require development and execution. Business planning involves
cost estimates for AFE's, project life cycle projections. Detail design, procurement and construction can only proceed
following AFE and regulatory approvals. Exxon-Mobil manages certain projects and SCL manages certain projects.. Project
control services involve cost control, planning, reporting and stewardship until project closeout. Amec supplied estimates for
materials and labour. The execution of a contract may end up at higher cost then estimated. Various projects may take 6 to 9
months to execute. Management is estimated at approximately 5%. Projects proceed through 4 levels and contracts include
labour, materials, and engineering. Quantities are used in estimating costs. Jimmy Dees answered questions throughout the
presentation

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Reflection fnom Octobern Skills & Rusaledge session with Peter George
Topic - “Planning & Scheduling”

On Saturday October 24, Peter George (AMEC Americas Inc.) presented "Planning and Scheduling Basics" to the Skills and
Knowledge Workshop crowd assembled at the Nexen Tower Theatre. It was an engaging presentation and an excellent
introduction to those with a new interest to the world of scheduling, and a valuable refresher to those who don't deal directly
with the creation of schedules but must live with the aftermath.

Peter's overview outlined good schedule practice fundamentals and the importance of the schedule as a project management
tool.

Key distinctions made by Peter:

1. The schedule is a tool that supports decision making, not just ‘reporting'

2. Have structure with an appropriate level of detail

3. Being able to operate the software doesn't make you a planner, don't be a slave to the system
4. The schedule has to be believable

The controversial topic of Schedule Contingency was introduced. The concept for scheduling contingency is analogous to
estimate contingency; accounting for what you don't know you don't know. While a new concept, this will likely become an
important part of scheduling in the future.

AACEI Calgary Chinook would like to thank to Peter George for coming all the way from Saskatoon to present this program.

Planning is now underway for the 2010 Skills and Knowledge workshops. Different from the dinner lectures series, the goal
of the S&K workshops is to present detailed education programs.

Presentation Overview

This presentation will provide an overview of the Alaska Pipeline Project (the APP). TransCanada and ExxonMobil
are developing the project in accordance with the Alaska Gasline Inducement Act (AGIA) license that was awarded
by the State of Alaska to TransCanada in August 2008. The AGIA license provides State funding to support the
development of a natural gas processing and transportation system. The system will consist of a gas treatment plant
(GTP) near Prudhoe Bay, Alaska, a natural gas pipeline to transport the processed natural gas from the GTP to
Boundary Lake, Alberta, and new pipelines, and modifications to existing pipeline infrastructure in Alberta to
accommodate incremental volumes from the proposed natural gas pipeline.

Arash has a civil engineering and project controls background and is currently working as a project engineer on
the Alaska Pipeline Project for WorleyParsons Canada within the Pipeline Systems Business Unit.

Jack has and civil engineering and project management background. He was part of the team that prepared

TransCanada's winning AGIA Application and is currently Engineering Manager for the pipeline portion of the
Joint Project.
